  Autocross      by Claude Taylor
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We will be having another Slot Car night on Feb 4, so perhaps we should talk about how the local

Baltimore-based sports car clubs did slot car events way back when.  Of course, we won’t go WAY back

when, as the very first slot car system was invented by the big toy train dudes at Lionel in 1912, and didn’t

catch on as they discontinued them in 1915.  Slot cars made a comeback around the late '30’s, but these

were larger, gasoline-powered cars than ran on guided tracks.  It wasn’t until the late '40’s and early '50’s

that slot cars appeared that resemble the ones of today.  In 1956 the Southport Model Engineering Society

in the UK built a 6' long, 6-lane track for 1:32 scale cars, and by around 1963 the slot car craze was well

underway.

Slot car tracks blossomed all over the US, and there was one in the little strip mall on Pot Springs Rd and

Ridgeley Rd in Timonium that was very popular with the Baltimore sports car clubs.  The instigator in local

sports car club slot racing was a Volvo Marque Club member named Bob Speakman, who drove a P544 in

rallyes and autocrosses (and later a 122) and was an avid competitor.  Bob was manager of Shofer Tires in

the northern side of downtown, and they specialized in Semperit Tyres (note spelling!) as well as Vredestein

Tires.  The Vredesteins survive today and are decent, family-car tires, but the Semperits were considered a

poor man’s alternative to the uber-pricy and uber-sticky Michelin XWX rubber-rollers.  You can still buy

Semperits, but only a limited number of family-car tires and nothing in the performance range.  The

Semperit 266 was one of the first steel-belt radial tires (remember, Michelin was the first!) and they were

pretty darned good tires!  I ran those on my E-Type and brought home many a trophy. 

But we digress!  Bob Speakman would arrange for competitions between the car clubs – Volvo Marque Club,

Chesapeake Sports Car Club (the biggest), Corvette Club, Mustang Club, and PCA-Chesapeake.  The track

would let the car clubs have a night to ourselves, and we did team competitions.  I still have my slot car box

with motors, tires, contactors, and of course, extra car bodies.  I don’t recall any trophies or the like, it was

all unofficial fun, but fun it was.  The fastest cars would sometimes fly off the track, of course, but that was

the challenge – go fast enough to beat the guy in the lane next to you but slow enough to stay on the track. 

We did the slot car night every month for a while, then every few months in the mid-60’s until the very early

70’s, when the slot car phase tapered off and commercial tracks started to close, including our Pot Springs

track, and then in the late 70’s it fizzled out big time.  So now here we are in 2012, and doing a slot car

night with our very own slot car track, configured to resemble Summit Point.  Have fun!

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Chesapeake Region coordinates PCA Organizational Maryland License Plates issued through the Maryland

Motor Vehicle Administration (MVA).  The license plate program promotes the visibility and camaraderie of

PCA and serves as a fund raiser for Chesapeake Region events.  The total cost for the PCA license plates is

$35, which includes the $25 MVA fee, and a $10 Chesapeake PCA fee.

If you would like to obtain the PCA License Plate(s), complete the information sheet available on our web

site:  pcachs.org/membership/license_plates.html.  Once we receive your information sheet, we will mail

you the MVA Application-Certification form for Organizational License Plates.  The MVA form is a two-part

state form, which requires signatures of the owner and any co-owner.

Please complete the MVA Application form and mail the form along with your checks to the address below.

Make your $25 check payable to MVA.  Please enclose a separate $10 check payable to Chesapeake

Region-PCA to cover a one-fund raising fee.

Requirements: You must be a PCA Member and the car must be registered in Maryland.  The PCA Plates are
