Chesapeake Challenge Concours and Wash & Shine event sponsored
by the Chesapeake Region of the Porsche Club of America.

The judging team will have a maxi-
mum of (5) minutes to judge your car. The judges will require that your
car be opened during judging, stay near your car! Tops on open cars
need to be erected. You are allowed to perform light dusting on your
Porsche up to the time of judging. Please have your score sheets filled
out and available to the judges to prevent undue delays. Please be
ready.

This year s Wash & Shine will be a casual judged event. The exterior
and interior score sheets are included in this Survival Guide. We have
tried to make scoring as simple as possible. We use a 100-point base
(that way when you go home you can hopefully tell your friends you

have a 90+ point car). Please have the information filled out prior to

judging. Two judges will spend five minutes on each car in this cate-
gory. The judges will be instructed not to touch the car while inspecting
it. However, you will be asked to remove any front bra, mirror bras, af-
ter market floor mats, and seat covers from the car. If the judge cant
see it, it will receive zero points. So, a dented spoiler is worth more
than one covered up.

To help level the playing field we are awarding age points only. For
every year older a Porsche is than the newest in its class, it will receive
a half point (0.5). For example, if you have a 1974 911 and someone
has entered a 1989 911, you receive 7.5 points. No mileage points
awarded, they have proven to be too complex and subject to dispute in
the past. Best of Show will be determined on raw score alone (no bo-
nus points).
